CONSTITUTION & BYLAWS
EDMOND NORTH BAND BOOSTERS, INC.
Approved 12 October 2006

ARTICLE |
Name and Purposes

1. Name. Thename of the corporationis EDMOND NORTH BAND BOOSTERS,
INC. (Booder ClubQ.

2. Purposs. TheBooder Clubisorganized unde thelaws of the State of Oklahomafor
charitable, eductiond, scientific and religiouspurposes as set forth in its Certificate of
Incorporation. Thepurpos of theBooger Clubis:

a toindill and maintain interest of students, parents and the community of
Edmondin all phases of the EdmondNorth High School Band Program (Band
ProgramQ;

b. to build and maintain an organization of parents and paronswho will hdp
promote the general activities of the Band Program;

C. to coopeate with the Directors and the School Administrationin any and all
phases of the Band Program,

d. to provideemotiond and physcal suppot to thestudents paticipaingin
activities sponred by the Band Program; and

e. to enter into and carry onfundraising projects to assist in the suppot of the
finanda needsof the Band Program.

Neither theBoodger Club, norany member, shdl have any voice in theadministration of
the EdmondNorth High School Band Program.

ARTICLE I
Membership

1. Typesof Members. TheBooger Club shdl congst of Voting Members and Nor+
voting Members.

2. Voting Membership. Voting Membership in the Booder Clubis open, througha
Single Membership or aFamily Membership, to any parent, legd guadian or
Grandpaent of astudent participaingin any program sponred by the EdmondNorth
High School Band. VotingMembers shdl pay annud dues as set by the Board of
Directors and have therightto vote beginning thirty (30) days after the date of payment
of theduses, to serve on committees, to sit onthe Board of Directors, and to had office.
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a. Single Memberships A single membership provides Voting Membership to
theonepaent, legd guadian or grandpaent identified on the membership application.

b. Family Memberships A family membership provides Voting Membership to
two persons(i.e. parents, legd guadiansor grandparents) who are identified onthe
membership application. No-onefamily will be entitled to more than two votes.

3. Non-voting Membership. Non-voting Membership isopen to any person whois not
the parent, legd guadian or grandpaent of a student currently participaing in a program
spon®red by the EdmondNorth High School Band.  Thisindudes alumni and friendsof
the Band who are interested in the progress and development of these programs.

3. Term of Membership. Membership will begin uponpayment of dues and will end
on July 15th after thelast day of the spring term of the current school year.

ARTICLE 111
Meetings and Elections

1. Meetings

a Annud Meeting. All Voting Memberswill meet annudly onthe 2™ Thursday
of April or a such other time as selected by the Board of Directors. The purpose of the
meeting shdl beto approvethebudge for the subsequent fiscal year and condud other
Booster Club busness as appropriate.

b. Monthly Meetings All membe's of the Booger Club will meet on the 2"
Thursday, or such other day as voted on by themembe's, of each month during theyear.
Thepumpo< of the meeting will beto recelve upddes regarding past and current Booder
Club and Band Program activities, findize detailsregarding future activities and condud
such other Booder Club busness as appropriate.

c. Specia Meetings Specia meetingsof the members may becalled by the
President, orin his or her absence, by theVice President, or by amgjority of the members
of theentire Board of Directors. ThePresident shdl also call a specia meetingwithin
thirty (30) days of receipt of written application from twenty-five percent (25%) of the
membership, at aplace convenient to the membership. Notice of special meetingsshdl
begiven to each Voting Membe in person or vialetter, facamile, e-mail or telephonenot
less than ten (10) working days prior to the meeting.

d. Quorum. A quaum for ameeting of themembers shdl consst of 15 Voting
Members. Thevoting members present mug indude a majority of the Board of
Directors.

2. Voting. Each Voting Member in attendance at an Annud, Monthly or Specid

Mesting is entitled to onevote on matters broughtbefore the Booder Club for approvd.
No proxies will beallowed.
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3. Elections.

a. Nominaions The Nominaing Committee shal present a date of Officers and
Directors for the next year to the Board of Directors for approvd and subsquent
presentation to the Booder Club at the March Meeting. Additiond nominaionsmay be
madefromthefloor during the Meeting.

b.Voting Officersand Directors shdl beelected by a mgjority of Voting
Members attending the meeting.

ARTICLE IV
Officer and Duties

1. Officers. TheOfficers of theBooger Club shdl bethePresident, whoshdl also be
thechar of theBoad of Directors, the Vice-President, the Secretary, and the Treasurer.
All officers are members of the Board of Directors. A person cannotconaurrently hold
more than oneoffice but more than oneperson may beelected to an office. If more than
onepeasonis elected to an office, they will share the duties of the office and each elected
individud will beamember of the Board of Directors. TheTreasurer postionwill be
filled by asingle individud. The offices of President and Treasurer will nat befilled by
members of the same family.

2. Duties of the Officers:

a. Presdent. ThePresident shdl presideat meetingsof themembersand at al
meetingsof the Board of Directors; may attend meetingsof any committee; may call
specia meetingsof the Board or any committee appointed or provided for in the By-laws;
shdl execute for andin the name of the corporation all written ingruments and
doauments as may be approved by the Board; shdl report annudly onthe statusof the
Booder Clubto its members; and shdl peform al other such duties as are propealy
required by the office, subject to direction by the Board of Directors. In addition, the
President will ensure band program paticipants and thar parents/guadiansare advised
of important Band Program activities and coordinae with the Band Director to maintain
theBand Calenda.

b. Vice-Presdent. TheVice President shdl actively assist the President in the
performance of his or her duties; and shdl exercise al the powers of the President in the
event of hisor her absence or inability to act. Inthe event the President fails to complete
his or her term of office, the Vice-President shdl automatically assume the office of
Presdent. If two or more personshold thetitle of Vice-President at thetime of
assumption of the office of President, the Board of Directors shdl determineg by majority
vote, which person shdl assume the office of President. The Vice-President shdl
coordinate the annud Band Camp; beresponsble for the Grreshman/Band Orientation
PackageQ beamember of the Budge and Finance Committee and bethe Band Liaison
for magjor tripstaken by the Band.
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C. Secretary. TheSecretary shdl act as Secretary for the Band Boogders,
recording and keeping booksof minutes of the meetings hold thesedl, if any, andthe
corporate books maintain a current list of all band students, therr parents names and
addresses, telephonenunbers and other appropriate demographic information and supply
theinformationto members of the Board of Directors as needed; maintain afile of
required student forms, such as medical releases, ingrument rental contracts, etc.;
maintain a current list of Voting Members; coordinate the monthly newdetter; maintain
thecalingtree; and shdl make such reparts and paform such other duties as are inadent
to theoffice or are propely requested by the President or Board of Directors.

d. Treasurer. The Treasurer shdl act as controller of theBooder Club®@finandal
matters, shdl assure the prope recording of al revenueand expenditures; shdl assure
tha all tax work isdoneon atimely basis; prepare regular monthly reports of the Booder
ClubGfinandal statusfor presentation at meetingsof the Board of Directors and at the
Monthly Meetingsand report at the Annud Meeting; beresponsble for maintaining
information detailing all credits and debits to student fundraising accounts; assure a
system isin place to allow students to communicate their desires onthe use of those
fundsand communicate, ona as requested basis, the status of each student account, and
shdl peform all other duties as may propealy berequired by the President or the Board
of Directors. TheTreasurer shdl serve as char of the Budgd and Finance Committee.

3. Term of Office. OfficersCterms shdl begin the day after completion of the spring
term of EdmondNorth High School and shdl contnueunt| thelast day of the spring
term of the next succeeding school year. Officers may be elected for congecutive terms at
the pleasure of thevoting members.

4. Removal/Replacement of Officers. Any Officer may beremoved from office at any
time by theaffirmative vote of sixty percent (60%) of theBoard of Directors. In the
event tha an officer other than the President isremoved or resigns or if theVice-
President succeedsto the office of President prior to the expiration of his or her term of
office, the Board of Directors may, by majority vote, elect a Director to fill the vacant
office until the next annud election.

ARTICLE YV
Board of Directors

1. Compostion. TheBoad of Directors shdl becomprised of the Officers of the
Corporation, the EdmondNorth High School Band Director, and the charperson(s) of
each Standing Committee. Charpersonsof Ad Hoc committees shdl beadded to the
Board of Directors as nonvoting members for the duration of the committee.

2. Duties. Each member of the Board of Directorsis expected to actively participaein
the Board activities, projects, or committee work and Band Program activities. The
Board shdl meet prior to each Monthly Meeting to determine and approve the agendafor
the Monthly Meeting.
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3. Vacancies. Vacandes occurring between electionsdueto resigndion, removd or
desth shdl befilled by thevote of amaority of the Directors then in office, even though
lessthan aquorum. Directors so chosen shdl hold office until thenext annud election.

4. Powers. Thebusness of theBooder Club shdl be conduded by the Board, which
may exercise al the powers of the corporationand do al such lawful acts and thingsas
are not prohibited by statute, the Certificate of Incorporation, or by these Bylaws.

5. Term of Office. Thetermsof theBoard of Directors shdl begin theday after
completion of the spring term of Edmond North High School and shdl continueunt| the
last day of the spring term of the next succeeding school year.

6. Meetings Thefirst regular meeting of each newly elected Board of Directors shdl be
hdd within thirty (30) days of thebeginning of thar Term of Office. All other regular
meetingsof the Board shdl be hdd monthly during the school year or at such other time
as determined by the Board of Directors. Specia meetingsof theBoard may becalled at
any time by the President, or in hisor he absence, by the Vice-President or by any three
(3) members of the Board of Directors.

7. Quorum. A majority of thetotal number of Directors shdl congitute aquomumfor
thetransaction of busness.

8. Notice. Notice of all meetingsof the Board of Directors shdl begiven by the
President to each Director in person or vialetter, facsmile, e-mail or telephonenotless
than five (5) days prior to themeeting.

9. Voting. Each officer and committee charpersonwill beentitled to onevote. If more
than onefamily member serves ontheboad in any postion, each family will agree upon
one single vote. If morethan oneperson servesin any postion, each individud person
will notbeentitled to avote; rather those parties shaing the postionwill agree upona
single vote tha will becast for thepostion. If agreement can not bereached between the
paties asto their combined vote, tha postion or family members will be congdered as
abgaining from tha vote in both ingances.

10. Removal. If aBoad Membe isabsent for three (3) consecutive regular meetings
of the Board of Directors, tha member can beremoved from office. It shdl bethe
responsbility of the Secretary to keep arecord of each member's attendance. Any
member, with the exception of the Band Director, may beremoved at any time, with or
withoutcause, by theaffirmative vote of sixty percent (60%) of theentire Board of
Directors.
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ARTICLE VI
Committees

1. Standing Committees. Standing Committees of the Band Booders shdl bethe Ways
and Means Committee, Publicity Committee, Development Committee, Historical
Committee, Guard Coordinaion Committee, Hospitality Committee, Equipment
Committee and Volunteer and Chgperone Committee. Standing Committees may be
adde or ddeted fromtime to time as recommended by the Board of Directors and
approved by amgority of Voting Members at any Meeting of the Booder Club.

a. Ways and Means Committee. The Ways and Means Committee will provide
oversightfor fundraisers; coordinae with the Band Director and School Administration
to ensure tha the Band receives concession oppotunities throughoutthe year; preview
and review new fundraising idess; recruit coordinators for individud fundraising events
and assist and suppot them as necessary; manage fundraiser dinngs with the suppot of
theHogitality Committee; and ensure tha students and families are advised of the daes
and purpose of fundraisers. Theintent of thefundraisingistwo fold: first, to raise the
fundsnecessary to meet thebudgeary needsof the Booger Club, and, secondly, to
enaure that adequae fundraisers are scheduled to allow each student to earn the funds
required to pay any dues or assessments and other band codsif they make areasonale
effort andfully participae in the scheduled events.

b. Publicity Committee. ThePublicity Committee will beresponsble for
communicating the activities of the band to the Edmond and surrounding communities,
They will utilize TV, radio, newspgoe and other outlets to keep the community informed
of theband® accomplishments. They will work with all charpersonsto provide
assistance on promoting thar events.

c. Development Committee. The Development Committee will work with the
Officers, Band Directors, and School Administrators to identify benefactors from which
to solicit assistance in funding or suppoting the activities of the Band Program and
soliciting advertising for the Winter and Spring Concert Program. They will give plan
and inditute a program to request suppot, giving particular emphasis to corporate and
individud dorors fromthe community, prior band students or parents, trugs and
founddionsand other entities outside of the Band community.

d. Historical Committee. TheHistorical Committee will beresponsble for
collecting, maintaining, archiving and distributing all muscal recording, video and
phoographic records of band events throughoutthe year as well as coordinaingthe
concert programs. They will ensure that the Band@web site is propely maintained.

e. Guard Coordinaion Committee. The Guard Coordinaion Committee will
assist the Band Director and Color Guard ingructor with planning and securing
resources, volunteer hdp, or other requirements needed to ensure the success of the
program; ensure there is an adult at al Color Guad activities, work with the Band
Director and Color Guard ingructor conaerning uniform selection, measuringfitting,
ordering, distribution and maintenance of al required uniforms, flagsand props
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f. Hogitality Committee. TheHospitality Committee will berespongble for
arranging refreshments for paents meetings supevising the Band Banqué; coordinding
refreshments for Band Concerts; suppoting the Ways and Means Committee on fund
raising eventsinvolving food and providing drinks and meals for footbdl games and
contests.

g. Equpment Committee. The Equipment Committee will beresponsble for
band ingruments, equipment, propsand displays. Thisindudes coordindingthe
condruction and maintenance of props coordinating the maintenance of pit equipment;
trangportation, induding loading and unloading, of equipment; trailer maintenance;
uniforms; supavision of Pit Crew; coordinaing prop display with the Band Director; and
equipment storage

h. Volunteer and ChgperoneCommittee. The Volunteer and Chgperone
Committee is respongble for enlisting the aid of Band Parents and friendsas volunteers
for variousband and booder activities, maintaining a comprehengve list of such
volunteers; liaising with other committees to assign volunteers to specific events; and
coordinating/providing adult supavision at al band activities as requested by the Band
Director. Thiscould indudeactivities such as band practices, footbd| games, and
compgtitions The Committee will coordinate with the Guard Coardinaion Committee
regarding supevision requirements for Color Guard activities.

2. Standing Ad Hoc Committees. TheBooger Club shdl have four committees that
shdl beappointed on an Ad Hoc basis each year. These committees will congst of
members of the Board of Directors, supplemented by Voting Members who are not pat
of the Board of Directors as follows:

a. Budge and Finance Committee. A Budge and Finance Committee shdl be
composed of the Treasurer, who shdl char this committee, the Vice-President, the Band
Director and two (2) othe members, who may or may not bedirectors, appointed by the
Presdent promptly after the election of Officers and Directors. It shdl betheduty of this
committee to prepare a budge for the comingfiscal year, and to submit it to the Board of
Directorsin atimely manne for approvd and subsequent voting uponby the Booder
Club®members during the Annud Meeting.

b. Nominaing Committee. TheNominaing Committee shdl indudetheVice-
President, the Band Director and no fewer than three (3) othe members, who may or may
not be directors, appointed by the Board of Directors during the February meeting of each
year. Themembersof thecommittee shdl elect its Charperson. It shdl betheduty of
the committee to submit a date of nomnees for Directors and Officersto the Board of
Directors for approva and subsequent voting uponby the Booger Club® members
dunngthe March Mesting.
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c. Scholarship Committee. The Scholarship Committee will becomprised of the
Presdent, who shdl be Charperson of the Committee, the Band Director and the
Treasurer. This committee will beresponsble for reviewing and approving requests for
finandal assistance. All information received by or discussed in the meetingsof the
Scholarship Committee shdl remain confidential and will not be discussed with those
outsidethe Committee. Recommendaionsto theBoard of Directorswill bedonein
summary withoutdisclogng individud confidentia information. Scholarship guiddines
will providetha all fundsbe awarded for the support of band students only, and that such
fundsbeapplied in such away asto defer the cos of required band activitieswhere a
student and his or he family has shown a significant attempt to defray such cods, or to
suppot further eduction of current band students. Should dondionsbe madeto the
band specifically to defray theindividud cog of voluntary band activities, such dondions
will beadministered by the Scholarship Committee.

d. Uniform Committee. The Uniform Committee isresponsble, as directed by
theBand Director, for al Marching, Travel and other band uniforms and concert clothing
deemed necessary. This committee shdl becomprised of Voting Members as appointed
by the President. This committee would assist in ordering necessary uniform accessories
and arranging for the collection of therelated cods; assigning uniforms/concert clothing
to students; arranging for the collection of uniform cleaning fees; working with suppliers
to maintain needed accessories, and assist the Guard Coordination Committee with the
produdion or purchase of cosumes andflags

3. Additional Committees. There shdl besuch additiond committees appointed by the
President and approved by the Board of Directors as may berequired to promote the
objectives and interests of the Booder Club. Chars of any such additiond committees
shdl becurrent voting members of theBooger Club. Such committees shdl have only
the powers and duties ddegaed to them by the Board of Directors. Theterms of these ad
hoccommittees shdl expire when acommitteesOcharge has been accomplished or when
the appointing President@ term expires, whichever comes first.

ARTICLE VII
Fiscal Policy

1. Fiscal Year. Thefiscal year of the Booder Club shdl begin Junel andend on May
31 of thesubsequent calenda year.

2. Non-Profit Status. TheBooder Clubis an independent non-profit corporationwhose
purposesis suppoted by theannud dues of its membership and the generosty of
individuds and organizationsin the community and state, and shdl opeate without profit
to any member of theBooder Club or its Board of Directors.

3. Contributions. Thecontributonsof any member or patronin time or in money shdl
not accrue any bendits to such personsor organization and shdl notconditute thebasis
for aclaim agang the Booder Club. However, the Booder Clubis authorized to pay
reasonable compensation for services rendaed.
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4. Tax-Exempt Status. TheBooger Club shdl condud all its affairs in the manne
required to remain aqudified tax-exempt, charitable organization as described unde
Section 170and Section 501(c)(3) of the Internd RevenueCode

5. Annual Budget. A budge shdl besubmitted by the Board of Directorsto the
members of theBooder Club for approvd at the Annud Meeting (April), or a Specia
Meeting called for that pumpos. Thebudgée shdl be approved by a majority of those
members attending the meeting.

6. Disbursements. All disbursements shdl be made pursuant to theindividud lineitems
in the approved budge and shdl nat exceed such approved budgé by more than five
hunded dollars ($500. TheBoard of Directors shdl have the authority to approve
emergency expenditures up to a cumulative amourt of five hunded dollars ($500)for
items notin thebudgé. Such emergency expenditures will bereported to the Booder
Club membership at the next monthly meeting and, uponapprovd by the membership,
theamountof authorization will beincreased back to five hunded dollars ($500.

7. Carryove of Funds. Sufficient fundswill becarried over to each new budge year to
alow liquidation of al obligationsincurred during the previousyear and providea
working fundto begin the next budgé year.

8. Annual Review. TheBoad of Directors shdl providefor annud review of theBand
Booger@ booksand finandal records by three (3) members of theBoogers, therepott of
which shdl be submitted to aregular meeting of the Band Boogers within ninety (90)
days of theend of thefiscal year. Thereport shdl become a pat of the pemanent
organization record.

9. Dissolution of the Booger Club. Intheevent of dissolution of the Booger Club, its
remaining assets after al expenses and obligaionshave been dispensed, will beturned
ove to the Band Depatment of the EdmondNorth High Schoolfor its use.

10. Money earned through fund raising will nat berefundale unde any
circumstances.

ARTICLE VIII
Parliamentary Authority

Those rules contained in the current edition of Robert@ Rules of Order, New Revised,
shdl goven theBooger Clubin all casesto which they are applicable and in which they
do not conflict with these Bylaws.

ARTICLE IX
Amendments

These Bylaws may be amended by a two-thirdsmgority of themembers present at the
Annud Meeting, or ameeting specially called for that purpose. Thetext of the proposd
amendment mug be given to the membership at the preceding regular meeting of the
organization.
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
